
Gamble Place at Spruce Creek Pre-

serve has 150 -acres of native flora 

and fauna, including beautiful cypress 

trees, alligators, pileated woodpeckers 

and osprey. Historic buildings such as 

a "cracker -style" house built in 1907 

by James Gamble (of Proctor and 

Gamble), the Snow White House, mod-

eled after the Walt Disney animated 

film, and a citrus packing house are 

located on the grounds.  

Our activities will include a one hour 

tour of the Historic Gamble Place, one 

hour Eco -History Pontoon Boat Tour 

and a catered lunch at the Cracker 

Creek Café. Lunch will be a Chicken 

Salad Croissant Sandwich Plate. Costs 

for the tour is $20 and can be 

paid at the event.

Road in Port Orange, 1.5 miles west 

of I -95. To reach the Gamble Place 

and Cracker Creek, take I -95 exit 256 

and go west on Taylor Road (SR 421) 

approximately 1.5 miles. At the Florida 

Historic Site marker turn left down the 

2-lane shell road. The Gamble Place 

and Cracker Creek are ap-

proximately one half mile 

down the shell road. En-

trances for the properties 

are clearly marked.
