Rare Asian bird seen on Jax beach 

Bird enthusiasts say they've spotted an Asian bird on a Jacksonville beach that has only been docu-

mented in the Western hemisphere one other time. 

Duval Audubon Society president Carole Adams is one of the birders who spotted and identified 
the greater sand plover at Huguenot Memorial Park. It's not clear how the bird got to northeast 

Florida. 

Ancient date palm tree growing well 

GENEOLOGY : Just over 3 years old and about 4 feet high, Methuselah is growing well. The date 

palm's parents may have provided food for the besieged Jews at Masada, Israel some 2,000 years 

ago. The little tree was sprouted in 2005 from a seed recovered 

from Masada. This is the site, in history, where rebelling Jews 

committed suicide rather than surrender to Romans.  Radiocar-

bon dating of seed fragments indicate they were about 2,000 

years old. One thing they do not know yet is whether it is a boy 

or a girl. Date palms differ by sex, but experts can't tell the dif-

ference until the tree is 6 or 7 years old. R
